Chapter A311 (Amended by proposed Ord. 1360-2007)
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ARTI CLE | Quorum
8 A311-1. Size of required quorum

Three Council|l nmenbers and the Mayor, and, in the absence of the Myor,
four Council nenbers, shall constitute a quorumfor the transaction of
busi ness. A snaller nunber of nmenbers may neet and adjourn fromtinme to
time to address issues or problens and report their findings back to the
full body. No official action will be taken at any neeting when a quorum
IS not present.

ARTI CLE |1 Agenda
§ A311-2. Filing of matters prior to neetings.

Al matters requiring the attention of the Mayor and Council at any
regul ar neeting thereof shall be filed with the Borough Cerk not |ater
than 12: 00 noon on the Thursday preceding a regular Council neeting.

§ A311-3. Preparation of agenda; subm ssion to Council nenbers.

The Borough Clerk, with the assistance of the Borough Adm ni strator and
the express witten or oral approval of the Mayor, shall prepare [an]

t he agenda of all such matters to be brought before [said] any Counci
neeting, including a list of all bills presented for paynent. A copy of
t he agenda shall be caused to be delivered by said Borough Clerk to each
menber of the governing body 96 hours prior to the Council neeting

except in the case of special neetings. |f the Mayor is not avail able
to approve the agenda within 96 hours o the Council neeting, then the
presiding officer shall issue said approval

8§ A311-4. Introduction of business not on agenda.

[No item of business shall be introduced at a Council neeting which does
not appear on the agenda, except by the unani nbus consent of the nenbers
of the Council present, and no vote shall be taken except by unani nous
consent; provided, however, that nothing herein shall be deened to
restrict the right of a citizen to bring a matter before the Council at
a neeting of the Conmttee of the whole or a Council neeting.] The
agenda may be nodified by a ngjority vote of the governing body.

ARTICLE |1l Meetings
8 A311-5. Annual, regular and special neetings.

The Mayor and Council shall hold an annual neeting on the first Mnday
after January 1 at 7:00 p.m and such other neetings, or adjourned
neetings, at such tine and place as it nmay by resolution direct, but al
regul ar neetings shall be held within the borough. The Mayor shall, when



necessary, call special neetings of the Council; in case of his/her

negl ect or refusal, any four menbers of the Council may call such
meeting at such tine and place in the borough as they may direct, and in
all cases of special neetings, notice shall be given to all nenbers of
the Council or left at their place of residence.

§ A311-6. Order of business.

Open neeting to the public—general comments, which shall be
imted to no nore than three (3) mnutes per speaker.
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8 A311-7. Rul es of order.

A. Meetings of the Mayor and Council shall be governed by Robert's Rul es
of Order, Revised Edition, unless they are in conflict this Chapter
A311. [sic]

B. The Mayor shall preside at all neetings. In the absence of the Muyor,
t he Council President shall preside at the neeting. In the absence of
the Council President, the nost senior Council nenber shall preside at
the neeting, unless a specific Council nenber was appointed to chair the
nmeet i ng.

C. Wile the neeting is in session, each nmenber of the governing body
shal | cooperate with the presiding officer to preserve order and

decorum and no nenber shall, by conversation[, by |leaving their seat
wi t hout advising the presiding officer or otherw se delay or interrupt



t he proceedi ngs of the governing body, nor shall they disturb any nenber
whil e that nmenber is speaking, or fail to abide by the orders of the
presiding officer, except as otherw se provided for in Robert's Rules of
Order] or otherwi se, delay or interrupt the proceedings of the Council,
nor disturb and nenber while speaking, nor refuse to obey the orders of
t he Mayor or presiding officer.

D. The presiding officer shall:

(1) Recogni ze nenbers of the governing body that wi sh to coment on
a subject or address the nenbers of the governing body. A nenber,
once recogni zed, shall not be interrupted when speaki ng unl ess they

are called to order by the presiding officer, as herein otherw se
provided. |If a nenber, while speaking, is called to order, he or
she shal | cease speaking until the question of order be determ ned,

and, if in order, he or she shall be permtted to proceed,

(2) Rule on all questions of order with advice fromthe [Attorney
and Borough C erk] Borough Attorney;

(3) Set tine limts for discussion on an issue by the governing
body and/or the public, if not otherwise set forth in this Section;

(4) Change the order of business with consent of the Council in
order to expedite the conpletion of business on the agenda;

(5) Move an issue for further discussion, information, or
additional data to a commttee of the nenbers to investigate and
report back to the full governing body; and

(6) Have all questions and coments fromthe public addressed to
the chair, and the presiding officer will respond to the public or
aut hori ze a response to be provided.

E. Wiile citizens are addressing the chair during the period the neeting
is open to the public, nmenbers of the governing body shall be attentive
and courteous and hold their comments until the close of the public
session or until authorized to respond by the presiding officer.

F. Menbers of the public wishing to address the governing body nust be
recogni zed by the presiding officer. Al questions, coments, or renmarks
are to be addressed to the presiding officer. Menbers of the public who
shal |l disturb the peace of the neeting, nake offensive or abusive
remarks [on] or conduct his or herself in a boisterous manner while
addressing the governing body shall be forthwith barred by the presiding
of ficer fromfurther audience before the governing body, except that if
t he speaker shall submt to proper order under these rules.

G Meetings of the governing body shall be conducted in a courteous
manner Citizens and nmenbers of the governing body will be allowed to



state their positions in an atnosphere free of slander and threats of
vi ol ence.

(1) In order that all citizens have a reasonabl e opportunity to
speak, all speakers, including nenbers of the governing body, wll
limt their remarks to a five mnute duration, unless otherw se
limted in this Chapter.

(2) Only one nenber of the public shall be allowed to speak at one
time. All statenents shall be addressed to the chair and not to any
one Council menber.

8 A311-7.1 Disorderly conduct; renoval from neeting; Sergeant at Arns.

A. Any person(s) maki ng personal, defamatory or profane remarks, or who
wllfully utters |oud, threatening or abusive | anguage or engages in any

di sorderly behavi or which disturbs or disrupts the orderly conduct of
any neeting shall be called to order by the Mayor. If such conduct
continues, then the Mayor, in his/her discretion, may order such person
renoved fromthat neeting by the Sergeant at Arns.

B. The Chief of Police, or such nenber of the Police Departnent as the
Mayor may designate, shall be Sergeant at Arns at all Borough Counci
neetings. The Sergeant at Arns shall carry out all orders given by the
Mayor or presiding officer, for the purpose of maintaining order and
decorum at the Borough Council neetings. On instruction of the Mayor or
presiding officer, the Sergeant at Arns shall renove fromthe neeting
any person, including any nenber of the governing body, who disturbs the

proceedi ngs of the Council. No nenber of the governing body shall be
renoved froma neeting unless a majority of the its nenbers vote in
favor of the nenber's renoval fromthe neeting.

C. Any person who resists renoval by the Sergeant at Arns shall be
charged with violating N.J.S. A 2C 33-8, entitled "D srupting neetings
and processions".

D. No person, except town officers or their representatives, shall be
permtted upon the dais of the Council or be permtted to disturb any
nenber of the governing body while on the dais, during any neeting,

wi t hout the express pernission of the Mayor or presiding officer.

ARTI CLE IV Comrittees
§ A311-8. Appointnment.

The Mayor shall appoint all conmmttees with advice and consent of the
Counci | .

8§ A311-9. Enuneration of standing commttees.



The followi ng Comm ttees, conposed of one nenber each, shall be

appoi nted at the organi zation neeting of the Council each year, viz.
Comm ttees on Finance, Police, Fire, First Aid, Public Wrks, Buildings
and G ounds, Health and Welfare, Recreation, Senior Citizens, Building
Departnment, Muinicipal Court and Tax Coll ection and Assessnent.

8§ A311-10. Duties of standing conmttees.

A. The Conmittee on Finance shall exam ne and report upon all bills or
demands referred to it and fromtine to tinme shall report on the
financial condition of the Borough. This Comm ttee shall also report
upon all transactions in connection with the disposal of Borough-owned
real estate.

B. The Cormttee on Police shall recomrend applicants for appointnent to
the police force and shall report on matters connected with the Police
Departnment and the preservation of the peace and good order.

C. The Committee on Fire shall recommend applicants for appointnent to
the Fire Departnent and shall report upon the condition of the |oca
Fire Departnment and all matters pertaining to said Departnent.

D. The Commttee on Public Wirks shall report to the Council upon the
condition of the streets and sidewal ks, recycling and any and all other
matters pertaining to the Departnment of Public Wrks.

E. The Comm ttee on Buildings and Grounds shall report on the conditions
of all rmunicipal buildings and the condition of playgrounds.

F. The Commttee on Health and Welfare shall report on all activities of
t he Board of Health and Wl fare Departnent.

G The Conmittee on Recreation shall report on all activities of the
Recreati on Departnent.

H. The Commttee on Senior Citizens shall report on all activities of
the senior citizens.

I. The Commttee on the Buil ding Departnent shall report on al
activities of the Building Departnent.

J. The Conmttee on Tax Collection and Assessnment shall report on al
activities of the Tax Collection and Assessnent Departnents.

K. The Comm ttee on the Minicipal Court shall report on all activities
of the Municipal Court.

L. The Commttee on the Volunteer First Aid Squad shall report on al
activities of the Volunteer First A d Squad.



M The standing commttees shall consider and act upon all matters
specifically referred to them by order of the Council.

§ A311-11. Special committees.

Speci al comm ttees nmay be appointed for purposes other than those
enbraced in the duties of the standing conmttees.

§ A311-12. Reports.
All commttees, both standing and special, shall make oral reports of
their activities at regular neetings during the year and an annua
report in witing at the end of the year.

ARTI CLE V O di nances
8§ A311-13. Introduction.
Al'l proposed ordi nances shall be introduced by any Council nenber.
§ A311-14. Procedure for approval.
The C erk shall endorse on said ordi nance the date of passage thereof
and present said ordinance to the Mayor for his approval within five
days fromthe passage thereof.
§ A311-15. Recordi ng procedure.
After the passage of an ordinance, it shall be properly nunbered and
recorded at |length by the Borough Council in the ordi nance book and the
proof of publication of the sanme shall be attached to the origina
or di nance.

8 A311-16. Reference to be included in m nutes.

The title of the ordinance and reference to anendnents and parts anended
only shall be entered in the m nutes.

§ A311-17. Designation of placenent in codification.

The Borough Attorney shall designate by a nmarginal notation the
appropri ate section nunber where such section shall appear in the
codi fication of ordinances.

ARTI CLE VI Purchases

8§ A311-18. Presentation of proposal for purchase of replacenent
equi prnent .



Al'l proposals for the purchase or replacenent of equi pnent may be
presented to the Council for approval by the chairman of the conmttee
of the Council having authority over the subject matter of the proposal
or by any Council nenber before a final conmtnent is made for the
purchase of the sane.

§ A311-19. Applicability of article.

The provisions of § A311-18 of this article shall not apply to
mat eri al s, supplies or equipnent purchased under a contract awarded on
bid, after public advertising or as nmay be otherw se provided for by the
Local Public Contracts Law.

8§ A311-20. Requisition required.
Prior to the nmaking of a final commtnent for the purchase of any
materials, supplies or equipnent, a requisition, signed by the
department head of the departnment requiring the sanme, shall be presented
to the Borough C erk.

ARTI CLE VIl Votes

§ A311-21. Recording of ayes and nays; voting requirenents.

Upon every vote of the Council on resolutions and notions, the ayes and
nays shall be taken and recorded. No nenber shall be permtted to vote
unl ess present when his nane shall be called in regular order.

ARTI CLE VI Anendnents
§ A311-22. Two-thirds vote required; exception.
These byl aws shall not be altered or anended except at a regular neeting

of the Council by a 2/3 aye and nay vote, but any part nay be suspended
tenporarily by unani nous consent.
